PLANTING NOTES

1. All new plant materia l sha ll conform to the minimum guide lines established by the American 
Standard for Nursery Stock published by the American Association of Nurserymen, Inc.  In 
add ition, a ll new plant materia l for the project sha ll be of Specimen qua lity.

2. All new plants to be ba lled and burlapped or conta iner-grown, unless otherwise noted on 
Plant List.

3. Any proposed substitutions of p lant species sha ll be made with p lants of equiva lent overa ll 
form, he ight, branching habit, flower, leaf, color, fruit and culture only as approved by the 
Landscape Architect.

4. All new p lants sha ll be tagged and approved by the Landscape Architect at the nursery prior 
to d igging or de livery to site . Contractor to notify the Landscape Architect two weeks in advance 
to tree tagging to schedule .

5. Contractor sha ll locate and verify a ll existing utility lines prior to p lanting and sha ll report any 
conflicts to the Landscape Architect.

6. Stake location of a ll proposed p lanting for approva l by the Landscape Architect prior to the 
commencement of planting .

7. New p lant materia l sha ll bear same re lationship to grade as it bore to previous grade . No 
p lanting sha ll take p lace prior to approva l of rough grad ing by the Landscape Architect. 

8. All plant beds to rece ive two inches (2") or three inches (3") of bark mulch per Specifications.

9. All existing trees to rema in sha ll be properly protected during construction.  Protection 
techniques sha ll be reviewed and approved by the Landscape Architect.

10. All areas to be seeded sha ll rece ive six inches (6") of loam prior to seed ing .

11. Lawn areas to be rehabilitated sha ll have existing turf surface removed and grubbed out, 
and existing topsoil preserved and amended .

12. All landscaped areas d isturbed by construction operations e ither inside or outside the limit 
of work sha ll be repa ired as ind icated by the Landscape Architect at no add itiona l expense to 
the owner.

13. Hand d igging is required around a ll existing trees to be protected . 

14. All ra ised p lanting beds (wood & meta l) sha ll be pafilled with p lanting soil to 2" from top 
edge
